vision and GOALS
Vision: Land use and transportation will be fully integrated, both locally and regionally, to create an affordable, accessible, low-energy, low-impact and efficient transportation system.
Goals:

The City will integrate land use and transportation to create an affordable, accessible, low-energy, low-impact and efficient transportation system.
•
Transportation planning decisions, management strategies, and investments will support and be coordinated with the City’s land-use vision.

•
Land-use planning decisions, management strategies and incentives will support and be coordinated with the City’s transportation vision.
•
The City will create an official City map that clearly depicts planned future transportation corridors (per all documents that together form the City’s comprehensive plan) to facilitate the reservation, acquisition and eventual construction of these corridors.
•
Transportation infrastructure will be designed to be sensitive to the surrounding land use context, and to strengthen and enhance the livability of the City’s neighborhoods.

•
The transportation system will be managed to minimize environmental impacts.

•
All streets and roads will be designed so they not only facilitate transportation needs but also knit together, rather than separate, adjacent City neighborhoods and areas.
•
Coordinated regional transportation solutions — ranging from better pedestrian, bicycle and street connections with adjacent municipalities to better bus and airline connections with other states and cities — will be diligently pursued to help ensure safe, reliable, convenient and effective regional mobility.

Vision: It will be easy for everyone to choose among multiple modes of transportation that support a healthy lifestyle and minimize impacts on the environment. 

goals:

Design standards, policies and operational strategies will be flexible to accommodate new and innovative transportation modes.

•
It will be easy to choose transportation options that support healthy and active lifestyles and that minimize impacts on the environment.

•
The City’s principal transportation corridors will contain amenities and designs that specifically promote walking, the use of mass transit and bicycling.

•
As part of providing a balanced multi-modal transportation system, the City shall prioritize modes in the following order: pedestrians, bicyclists, transit, goods movement, private cars.

•
Per Complete Streets principles, every City roadway shall provide safe and convenient accommodations for pedestrians, bicyclists and wheelchairs as well as motor vehicles. 

•
The pedestrian network will provide a safe, easy and convenient mobility option for all ages and abilities.

•
Bicycling will be a safe, easy and convenient mobility option for all ages and abilities.

•
Using transit will be a safe, affordable, easy and convenient mobility option for all ages and abilities.

•
Driving will be a safe and efficient mobility option.

•
Where possible, safe and attractive pathways shall be provided along natural features — for example, beside the City’s creeks and within, or alongside, the City’s gorges.

•
Pathways within greenway corridors shall connect to the street system and extend from the City into adjacent municipalities.

•
The costs of sidewalk construction and repair will be equitably apportioned.

•
The City will minimize disruptions by construction projects to pedestrian and bike connections by requiring advance notice, signage and alternative routes.

Vision: Travel infrastructure will be high quality, advanced and recognized as world-class by residents, visitors and transportation professionals. 

Goals:

Capital projects and ongoing infrastructure maintenance activities will support the goals and recommendations of all documents that together form the City’s comprehensive plan.

•
Maintenance of transportation infrastructure will ensure safe operation and long-term preservation of the asset.

•
Transportation infrastructure will be designed and constructed to a level of quality commensurate with community values (such as neighborhood preservation) and economic goals (including the City’s role as a tourist destination).

•
The City will ensure that streets, trails, intersections and sidewalks are planned and maintained as attractive public spaces using sustainable design principles.  

•
Traffic-calming measures will be introduced as needed to promote safety and reduce noise.  
•
Transportation infrastructure for the movement of people and goods will be of a high quality that is recognized as world-class by residents, visitors and transportation professionals.

Vision: People will be aware of the impact that their travel choices have on the transportation system, the environment and the community. 
Goals:
