A. Project Name:  FISH

B. Project Description:  Provides transportation to medical services within Tompkins County. Clients call an answering service; volunteer dispatchers (phoners) receive this information and contact volunteer drivers who use their cars for transport. Typically, FISH drives 10,000 miles and carries 400 clients per year. 

FISH requests up to $5,984 in Federal transportation (JARC or New Freedom) funds to expand the volunteer driver program in 2010-2011. This funding would enable mileage reimbursement for volunteer drivers; assist in driver recruitment and retention and to increase FISH’s capacity to serve more people.

What target populations (low income, seniors or persons with disabilities) will benefit by the proposed project?

The target population is residents of Tompkins county needing transportation to medical services.  The clients are primarily low income and senior citizens who do not have access to or can not drive a car.  Further, our clients have limited transportation options or resources and are commonly referred FISH.
